Este trabalho surgiu a partir de uma pesquisa de mestrado realizada na
Universidade Metropolitana de Santos e a motivacéo para a elaboracao dele veio da
pratica pedagdgica vivida no dia a dia nas aulas de inglés, as quais leciono em
escola publica do municipio de Praia Grande.

O questionamento inicial que me levou ao mestrado e, consequentemente, a
esta proposta de intervencéao, foi levantado a partir da observacao que fiz a respeito
das dificuldades que meus alunos apresentam ao realizarem atividades auditivas.

Dentre as quatro habilidades comunicativas no desenvolvimento de uma
lingua estrangeira (o inglés, neste caso), listening € a que mais exige do aprendiz
para a compreensao eficaz do idioma que se esta aprendendo. Diversas sdo as
razbes, como discuti no capitulo 2 desta dissertacao.

Portanto, a proposta de intervencdo que apresentarei a seguir, vem ao
encontro do que acredito sobre a importancia de se ensinar e praticar o listening no

decorrer das aulas, ja que

Humans are born with an innate ability to hear. However, hearing is
not listening, and many factors need to be considered in the
development of effective listening skills. Just as L1 listeners benefit
from training in how to listen, L2 learners also need to be trained?!
(FLOWERDEW & MILLER, 2005, p. 28).

A este respeito, Anderson & Lynch ratificam a ideia de que

[...] listening is not something that we master, once and for all, early
on in life. So listening skills may continue to develop over a much
longer period than was traditionally believed. Even for native
listeners, explicit practice to improve listening skills would be
advisable and beneficial, both for its own sake and also as a support
to reading skill development? (ANDERSON & LYNCH, 2010, p. 18).

Assim, ao se desenvolver a consciéncia de que esta € uma habilidade que se
desenvolve durante a vida, na lingua materna, pode-se transferir as estratégias
utilizadas para o aprendizado de uma lingua estrangeira.

Isto posto, idealizei como proposta de intervencdo uma sequéncia didatica
contendo uma série de atividades seguindo as categorias utilizadas nas atividades
para coleta de dados: 1. Categoria - pronuncia; 2. Categoria — Iéxico; 3. Categoria —
contexto. Esta sequéncia didatica tera, também, atividades pre, while e post-
listening, pois a hipotese € que trabalhar o conhecimento prévio, ou dar subsidios
prévios, mais a sistematizacéo, possam contribuir para a compreensao auditiva e,

conseguentemente, para um aprendizado mais eficaz da lingua inglesa.

To help L2 learners acquire a high level of listening ability, we need a
pedagogical model that accounts for not only the core factors of how
listeners process information (top-down, bottom-up, interactive) but
also all the other dimensions that may affect the way messages are
perceived and processed® (FLOWERDEW & MILLER, 2005, p. 28).

Incorporadas a sequéncia didatica tenciono propor algumas dicas para 0s
professores de inglés que queiram utlizar as atividades com seus alunos,
proporcionando algumas informacgdes linguisticas essenciais para guiarem as

atividades préticas, assim como sugestdes de sites para pesquisarem sobre

2[...] escutar néo € algo que dominamos, de uma vez por todas, desde cedo. Portanto, as habilidades
de escuta podem continuar a se desenvolver por um periodo muito mais longo do que se acreditava
tradicionalmente.

curiosidades culturais que possam enriquecer as atividades e o proprio
conhecimento e desenvolvimento profissional.

A escolha do género noticia adveio da ideia de se trabalhar com algumas
variedades da lingua inglesa, visto que € possivel se perceber, neste género, a
forma do inglés padréo, falado pelos jornalistas, e a coloquial, quando ha entrevistas
com pessoas da comunidade local. Portanto, os alunos, cujos professores utilizarem
as atividades desta proposta de intervencao, terdo a oportunidade de aprenderem
também as diferencas entre o inglés falado em alguns paises, além de perceberem

as normas culta e coloquial, ja que

Em sociedades urbanas, descobrimos que varios estratos estdo
disponiveis a populagdo como um todo, ao menos no sentido
passivo: sua competéncia inclui a capacidade de decifrar versées
alternativas do codigo. (WEINREICH, LABOV, HERZOG, 2016, p.
101)

Outra razao para a escolha do género deu-se por perceber que a lingua
baseada em textos escritos ndo soa natural, como na fala. Sua estrutura é,

normalmente, mais elaborada, com escolha lexical e frasal mais cuidadosa.

A comparison of a transcribed spoken text and a written text is likely
to reveal a number of significant differences. Spoken text is
fragmented (loosely structured) and involved (interactive with the
listener). Written text, on the other hand, is integrated (densely
structed) and detached (lacking in interaction with the listener)*
(FLOWERDEW & MILLER, 2005, p. 48 — grifos do autor).

Além disso, expor o aluno ao contato com um falante nativo é muito dificil no
dia a dia da sala de aula, entédo, ao invés de se trabalhar com audio (puro e simples),

consistently deprive the learner of his presence in classroom
exercises® (UR, 1989, p. 25).

A avaliacdo deverd ser continua e feita no decorrer das atividades e ao
término delas, com o objetivo de sondar as possiveis causas das dificuldades dos
alunos e oferecer a eles subsidios para que desenvolvam a escuta atenta e eficaz
para a efetuacdo da praxe. Portanto, a sequéncia didatica ndo tem como proposta
ser utilizada como instrumento de avaliagdo, ou seja, “dar nota”. Assim, &€ possivel
avaliar o desempenho dos alunos por meio de trabalhos em duplas, da interacéo e
envolvimento deles e da compreensdo que tiveram diante das atividades.

As atividades foram elaboradas para alunos do 9° ano, pois elas fazem parte
de minha pesquisa de mestrado e € este o foco do trabalho, mas nada impede o
professor que julga necessario ensinar o listening de adaptar estas atividades ou
basear-se nelas para elaborar as proprias atividades para os outros anos do Ensino

Fundamental II.

1 Objetivos
1.1 Objetivo Geral

Promover oportunidades para que os alunos se aprofundem mais na lingua
inglesa, por meio de noticias, e desenvolvam a habilidade da escuta e percepcao

das variedades do inglés.

1.2 Objetivos Especificos

- Desenvolver habilidades auditivas para a compreensao dos diferentes sotaques e
consciéncia fonética/fonoldgica,;

- Distinguir o léxico da lingua inglesa, por meio de sinbnimos, palavras cognatas
(verdadeiras ou falsas), associacdes e regionalismos;

- Identificar as ideias gerais e informacdes especificas de noticias.

5 [...] o falante é realmente visivel para o ouvinte na maioria das situagdes da vida real, e sua
expresséo facial e movimentos fornecem alguns auxilios materiais para a compreensao, de modo que
n&o parece certo privar consistentemente o aluno de sua presenca na sala de aula exercicios.



2 Metodologia

A metodologia ou abordagem de ensino foi baseada nas diversas ja
existentes e ha uma mescla delas nas atividades, pois creio que ndo haja um
meétodo melhor que outro, mas, sim, a possibilidade de combina-los e fazer uso
deles da melhor maneira, que beneficie o aprendizado do aluno.

Mesmo assim, busquei sistematizar as atividades proporcionando trés fases
para cada uma delas, as quais séo:

- atividade de pre-listening, com propostas de antecipar ou facilitar o que sera
escutado;

- atividade de while-listening, com exercicios e orientacfes a respeito daquilo
que se deve escutar;

- e atividade de post-listening, com recomendacdes para ampliar 0s

conhecimentos acerca da noticia escutada.

2.1 Divisao das Atividades

As atividades estdo divididas em 10 secbes, cada uma contendo uma
variedade da lingua inglesa com as trés categorias e fases. O professor podera
escolher quantas atividades deseja trabalhar, a sequéncia que seguira e qual fase
de cada uma utilizara.

O tempo estimado para cada atividade completa, com as trés fases, pre-
listening, listening e post-listening, é de duas aulas de cinquenta minutos, mas isso
vai depender bastante da dinamica do professor, da agilidade dos alunos e dos
recursos disponiveis na escola.

O material esta organizado com as atividades para os alunos na maior parte
da pagina e as informacGes aos professores estdo posicionadas em caixas, da
mesma cor da secdo, no canto direito da folha, com Dicas para o professor, Keys
dos exercicios e Script das noticias utilizadas. Na pagina de abertura de cada secéao,
apresento um mapa do pais, a bandeira, algumas informacdes sobre a composi¢ado
da atividade e sugestdes de sites para o professor pesquisar e preparar sua aula de
antemao.

A escolha do género se deu devido a necessidade de se trabalhar com as

variedades da lingua inglesa falada e a facilidade de encontrar materiais que



estejam disponiveis na internet, além do fato de que a linguagem jornalistica usa o

padrdo da lingua, sem girias ou sotaques regionais.
